The pastors must have joined Partners in Caring before their families can receive this special blessing.  And also the pastor must join before reaching 50 years of age.

We have about 350 members of Partners in Caring with a good part of these members being retired clergy who joined awhile back.  How do you become a member?  You join simply by paying the amount of one call ($18.00).  When the first call comes you will not receive a request for another $18.00 at that time, but you will be a member and will receive the calls from that point on. The only income we have for Partners in Caring is from the calls we make when a clergy member passes away.  The retirees pay $10.00 and all active clergy members send $18.00.  Yes – Churches, Sunday School classes, UMMs and UMWs may join by sending the cost of one call.

When one of our clergy sisters or brothers dies, a check is mailed to their family member in the amount of $4,800.00 – ½ right away and the other $2,400.00 in about a month.  This truly is a loving and caring way to provide love and assistance to our friends and their families.

P.S.  This used to have the name “Brotherhood” and then “Brotherhood/Sisterhood”,  then the name was changed to Partners in Caring.
